Dear Parents and Guardians,
We hope you are keeping safe and well. We are writing to make you aware that the Met Office has issued an Amber Weather Warning for strong winds across parts of Northern Ireland for tomorrow, Tuesday 27 January. 

This warning is in place from 5am until 9pm and may bring very strong winds, heavy rain, and the risk of disruption to travel and essential services. 

The Department of Education and the Education Authority have advised that schools are expected to remain open, but they are also highlighting that school transport services may be affected due to high winds and potential flooding, and parents may need to make alternative arrangements if required. We will ask you to take care in school grounds as we may need to remove our barriers for safety.
Because of these conditions, we would ask all families to:
· Allow extra time for travel in the morning, as roads may be difficult or slower than usual.

· Plan for possible delays or difficulties on the road
· Ensure your child is dressed appropriately, including a warm waterproof coat.

· Stay up to date with weather updates from the Met Office and local news sources.

· Check your messages from school, as we will update you promptly if any changes to our normal school operations become necessary.

At present, we intend to operate as normal, but the safety of pupils and staff will remain our priority throughout the day. Should conditions worsen or advice change, we will communicate immediately via text and email.

Thank you for your understanding and cooperation as we navigate this period of severe weather.
